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CO2 neutral Marmoleum is an eye opener for building and construction segment as well as for interior finishes segment. 
The ‘Duurzaan award’ concerns businesses that make a difference in the products that are manufactured and the way this is being done in the Zaanstreek, the industrial geography just north of Amsterdam, the Netherlands. Sustainable manufacturing in the Netherlands is an important issue, one that increasingly is being identified as an important parameter for sustainable stewardship.

Forbo was awarded the prize with which they can call themselves ‘most sustainable company’ because of the virtues of Marmoleum, both as a product and the developments in circular linoleum solutions as well as in the way it is being produced and the example Forbo sets for surrounding industry to involve all employees in sustainable working.

Marmoleum is a CO2 neutral floor covering. This is because the raw materials used for making Marmoleum are coming directly from natural and sustainable cultivated crops. The trees, plants and annual scrubs during their life time take up large amounts of CO2 their natural growth process called photosynthesis. In fact so much CO2 is consumed that when the Assendelft plant processes the raw materials - and thereby emits CO2 - the net result is a CO2 neutral product. In fact when looking at the detail presented in the product’s Environmental product Declaration (EPD) there even is a small ‘minus’ of CO2 that is extracted from the environment.

Forbo Flooring BV in Assendelft produces its Marmoleum using 100% green electricity as well as internal re-use and recycling programs. For installation cut offs, a ‘back to the floor’ program is in place, which returns residual linoleum to an ingredient for new Marmoleum. The production location also features a large warehouse in which all of Forbo products are collected before shipment, avoiding unnecessary transport movements as multiple product are combined in one shipment. The warehouse is built to be self-supporting in its energy use, coming from solar energy, and has been awarded the LEED-gold standard for sustainable construction.
