3. INSTALLATION 

3.1 Adhesive: 

Use a high-quality cove base adhesive.  If using tubes, 

use the appropriate nozzle to ensure full coverage on the 

aluminum backing.  If using pails, use a 1/16” x 1/16” x 

1/16” square notch trowel. 

3.2 Installation Guidelines: 

It is recommended to account for an additional 12” 

(30.48 cm) in length for each inside and outside corner 

for waste during fitting.
