Eurocol 640 Eurostar Special – A superior acrylic dispersion low VOC emission adhesive with a high initial grab.
Eurocol 641 Eurostar Special EL – A very low VOC emission conductive adhesive for vinyl flooring.

Hot welding with matching coloured rod.

Type: Self coved skirting

Cove former: ECF 35mm radius by Quantum Profiles tapered to architraves. Securely bond to base and background using contact adhesive. Accurately mitre at corners.

Top edge trim: UCS2 PVC capping strip by Quantum profiles. 

Wall and floor should be clean, dust free and floor surface regularity to be SR1 according to BS8203:2017 (Section 6.2.3) with wall flat and a consistent 90-degree angle to floor to achieve the best installation results. Flooring and PVC profiles are fitted against the wall, floor and each other with a contact adhesive in accordance with the recommendations of the adhesive manufacturer. Such coving should be constant in radius and care should be taken to ensure that they are straight and regular to minimize the formation of voids beneath the floor covering (BS8203:2017 Section 6.12).

Securely bond to background using contact adhesive, with top edge straight and parallel with floor.

Turn flooring material up wall, securely bond to cove former and background using adhesive specified for fixing to base, and ease top of material into edge trim. Accurately mitre at corners. All joints to be hot welded in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.

Finishing: As clause 820 omitting polished finish.
Other requirements: Seek advice from Forbo for specific requirements for flooring.
